Lay out a left vertical rail (A), a right vertical rail (B), one of the assembled top sections and one of the assembled
bottom sections in a rectangle on the floor or other flat surface. Place all the pieces facedown. The assembled
top and bottom sections are facedown when the inserted bolt heads are facedown. The vertical rails are
facedown when the rails are lying flat on the side that has keyhole mounting slots. Connect the ends of the top
and bottom sections with four M8 x 16mm Hex Bolts (l) using M8 Wrench (O). Bolts should be fixed in place,
but not completely tightened Repeat the process to build another frame.

A: Insert the Base Bracket (C) between the assembled bottom section and Left (A) /Right Vertical Rail (B) and fasten with two M8 x
16mm Hex Bolts (1) using M8 Wrench (O). Bolts should be fixed in place, but not completely tightened.

B: Insert the Top bracket (H) between the assembled top section and Left (A) /Right Vertical Rail (B) and fasten with two M8 x 16mm

Rotate the frame built in Step C (as shown in the picture above).

Attach 4 Casters (P) to each of the Base Bracket (C) using 4 of M6 Caster Screws (Q) and 4 of M6 Flange Nuts (R) for each Caster
using a Phillips Screwdriver (not included)

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Installing Cage Nuts
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Locate the numbered square openings in the mounting rails where you plan to install your equipment. You will install cage nuts
(included) into the square openings to provide an attachment point for the mounting screws (included). Note: Consult your
equipment documentation to determine how many cage nuts will be required and where they will need to be installed.

a. From the inside of the mounting rail, insert one of the flanges of the cage nut through the square opening. Press it
against the side of the square opening. Each flange should engage one side of the square opening, not the top or
bottom.

b. Compress the cage nut at the sides slightly to allow the remaining flange to fit through the square opening. When the
cage nut is properly installed, both flanges will protrude through the square opening and will be visible on the outer
surface of the mounting rail. Repeat steps 1a and 1b until all required cage nuts are installed.

After installing the required cage nuts, use the included black mounting screws and plastic washers to secure your equipment to
the rack rail. Place the plastic washers between the screws and the equipment mounting brackets.
